Spa guests will choose
from a range of bath elixirs to further enhance detoxification, purification, and regeneration. After
a half hour healing bath, the body is in an ideal condition to indulge in a massage, body
treatment, or facial, all of offer within the Spa.

Alternatively, guests may opt for one of the Hepburn water therapies which all incorporate the
element of water and are formulated to nourish, replenish and soothe the skin.



Some spa water therapies include Soul Temple, Cocoon, Steam Surrender and Crystal Rain,
a 45-minute treatment conducted in the Vichy suite which begins with a polish of sea salt crystal
and algae petals to exfoliate the skin before the water therapy begins, concluding with soft
hydrating emulsion to leave the skin silky soft — pure bliss!
